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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to 1) study the basic information and needs for the
development of an instructional model based on sociolinguistics theory to enhance
English listening and speaking skills for Undergraduate Students, 2) develop the
instructional model based on sociolinguistics theory to enhance English listening and
speaking skills for undergraduate students. 3) study the results of implementation of
the instructional model based on sociolinguistics theory to enhance English listening
and speaking skills for undergraduate students. The instructional model was
developed based on Joyce, Weil and Calhoun's systematic approach. The research
and development (R&D) process was used to develop the instructional model which
was_divided into three phases: 1) studying the basic information and needs, 2)
developing the instructional model, 3) studying the results of implementation of the
instructional model. The sample group was 55 students of Ubon Ratchathani
Rajabhat University in the 1st semester of the academic year 2020, selected by
cluster random sampling. The research instruments consisted of a questionnaire for
students, an interviewing form for professor, a learning management manual, lesson
plans, English listening tests, English speaking tests, English listening skill achievement
tests, and English speaking skill achievement tests. The statistical analyses were

mean, percentage, standard deviation, and the Wilcoxon Signed Rank Test.



The results of the research were as follows:

1. From understanding the general information and needs for developing
listening and speaking instructional = model based on sociolinguistics for
undergraduate students; it was found that the overall situation for students' English
listening and speaking skills enhancement was moderate. Moreover, it revealed that
most of the lecturers did not follow the proper sequence of teaching method. The
learners were also not so enthusiastic to participant in the given activities and lacked
of confidence. These were repercussion for insufficient support of enhancing listening
and speaking skills systematically, no chances of getting effective listening and
speaking stratesies, including lacking of analysis and synthesis thinking skills. It
showed that lecturers found the solutions for the mentioned problem by
emphasizing on interesting activities in a language classroom, engaging the students
more by using various kinds of multimedia teaching materials, creating learning space
where learners could communicate in English. All these could purposefully enhance

the effectiveness of language classroom management.

2. The instructional model based on sociolinguistics theory to enhance
English listening and speaking skills for undergraduate students consisted of 6
elements: 2.1 basic theory and concepts 1) Noam Chomsky’s Sociolinguistic Theory,
2) Concept of English Language Learning Management, 3) Lev Vygotsky’s Linguistic
Theory, 4) John Dewey’s Constructivism Theory, 2.2 objectives of the model, 2.3
syntax of the learning with of 6 steps 1) Example, 2) Exploration, 3) Explanation, 4)
Elaboration, 5) Evaluation, 6) E-Production, 2.4 social system, 2.5 principle of
reaction, and 2.6 support system. Furthermore, the model was affirmed from the
experts in ‘developing process. The trying out. of model was found that learning

process those provided in.model had appropriate progression.

3. The results of implementation of the instructional model based on
sociolinguistics theory to enhance English Llistening and speaking skills for

undergraduate students revealed the findings as follows:



3.1 The students had a significantly higher improvement of English
listening and speaking skills both in overall and each individual aspect at the .05

level of significance.
