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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to promote English speaking ability
based on task-based learning and 2) to study the attitude towards group investigation
through the task-based learning. The samples came from the cluster random sampling
of 27 Matthayomsuksa 5 students of Thawatburiwittayakhom School in the second
semester of academic year 2019. The instruments used in this research were 1) Task-
based learning lesson plans, 2) English speaking test, 3) English speaking ability
assessment form, 4) teacher diary, 5) semi-structured interview and 6) students’
attitude questionnaire. The .data were analyzed by mean, percentage, standard

deviation, and t-test dependent samples.

The findings were as follows:

1. The achievement of students’ English “speaking ability through task-
based learning activities after learning was_significantly higher than before learning at

the level .05.

2. The students’ learning attitudes toward task-based learning activity

through speaking ability was at the good level (Mean = 4.41).

In conclusion, task-based learning activities could enhance

Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ Speaking ability. The students were agreed that this



activity could help them have higher speaking ability. Therefore, this activity should be

used in class to improve students’ English speaking ability.
