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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study English opinion writing
ability and attitudes towards English opinion writing through Learning Together. The
participants were 18 grade 11th students from Mahasarakham University
Demonstration School in the first semester of academic year 2017, selected by cluster
random sampling. The instruments used in this study were three lesson plans, opinion
writing pretest and posttest, semi-structured interview, students’ group-work
observation form, and students’ attitude questionnaire. The mixed-methods design
was utilized to collect and analyze data. The data were analyzed by mean, percentage,

standard deviation and t-test dependent samples.

The findings of this study are as follows:

1.) The students’ pretest and posttest English opinion writing ability
scores were 10.17 and 14.39 respectively. The students’ English opinion writing ability

was found significantly different at the 0.05 level.

2.) The students’ attitudes toward Learning Together through English

opinion writing were at the “Good” level (Mean = 4.34)

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Sentences: Simple and Compound

There are mainly three kinds of senfences in English: simple,

complex and compound. In this lesson, we will focus on simple and compound.
Simple sentence : A simple sentence consists of just one clause.

. The dog barks. . The kettle boils.

J Birds live in nests. e The boys are singing.

In its simplest form, a simple senfence consists of a subject and
a verb. We can add more meaning to the sentence by including
qualifiers, objects, complements efc.

. Sitting on a branch, the monkey gibbered.

. The little girl was carrying a basket on her head.

Compound sentence : A compound sentence is made up of fwo or

more independent clauses.

. The boys sang and the girls danced.

This compound sentence consists of fwo simple clauses connected by the
coordinating conjunction and. Another example is given below.

. Men may come and men may go, but I go on forever.

This compound sentence consists of three independent clauses.

We make compound sentences by joining independent clauses with the help of
coordinating conjunctions. More examples are given below.

e You may watch TV or you can go out to play.

e You should either sit quietly or go out.

e The old man could neither see nor hear.

e He fook the test several times but he couldn’t pass.

e He is famous, yetf he is very humble.

e She was angry, still she kepf her cool.

e The thieves not only robbed the man of his possessions, but also inflicted injuries on him.
Notes : The words however, therefore and nevertheless are not conjunctions. They
cannot be used fo connect two independent clauses.

e My car broke down on the way; therefore, I hired a faxi. (NOT My car broke
down on the way, therefore I hired a taxi.)

e He lost all his money; nevertheless, he is cheerful.

Two independent clauses need fo be connected with a coordinating conjunction or

separated with a full sfop or a semicolon.
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Giving Reasons

Giving reasons show cause-effect relationships

and fo connect senfences. There are many words

such as because, since, as, because of, due fo efc.

Look af this senfence: because, for giving reasons,

Alice went shopping. Why? She needed to buy bread.
Now let’s use because to put the fwo sentences fogether.

Alice went shopping because she needed fo buy bread.

(The second clause explains the reason Alice needs fo buy bread.)
We can also say it another way:

Because she needed to buy bread, Alice went shopping.

Notfice that when you use because af the beginning of the sentence, you must

use a comma (,) after the first part (which is called the adverb clause.)
