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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to develop the English descriptive writing
ability by balancing the process approach and the product approach. The research was
an one group pretest posttest design and investicated the students' writing
performance, identifying the - students’ writing achievement, and measuring
their satisfaction towards balancing the two approaches. The population in this study
was 500 Grade 9 students who studied Fundamental English in the second semester
of the academic year 2016 at Roi-Et Wittayalai School, Roi-Et province. The sample
were 35 students selected by using purposive sampling technique. The length of the
experiment was 4 weeks of 20 -hours. The instruments included the pre-test, the post-
test, the portfolio, the reflection paper, writing assignments, and a questionnaire to
measure the students” satisfaction. T-test dependent, mean and standard deviation

were used to analyze the data.

It was found that teaching writing by balancing the process approach and
the product approach could develop the English descriptive writing ability of the
students. Regarding the assessment of ‘the students' performance, achievement, and
satisfaction, the study showed that all were satisfactory (x = 4.43, x = 13.71,
and x= 4.962 respectively) and the difference between the pre-test and the post-test

scores is statistically significant at the level of .01 by using a directional (one-tailed)



test. This research has highlishted the benefits of both teaching approaches

and contributed to the teaching of writing to lower secondary schools.
