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ABSTRACT

Developing of Learning English Reading Activity for Comprehensive Based
on Contructivism Theory of Middle School Level 3 arrange the problematic
situation that cause the imbalance cognitive process. As result, students need to
adjust to the balance by using old knowledge to link with new knowledge so they
can solve the problem which corresponds to the process of constructivism theory
and be able to bring the experience from English reading learning in everyday life.
The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop a Learning English Reading Activity
for Comprehensive Based on.Contructivism Theory of Middle School Level 3 has an
efficiency of 75/75, 2) to study the results of using a Learning English Reading Model
for Comprehensive Based on Contructivism Theory 3) to study the attitude toward
English. The sample used in this research was 30 Mathayomsueksa 3/2 students by
purposive sampling at Wangnamkhiewpittaya School, Nakhon Rachasima, during the
first semester of academic year 2017. The instruments used in this research were:
1) Developing of Learning English. Reading Activity for Comprehensive Based on
Contructivism Theory (X=0.68, 5.D.=0.43).2) English reading ability test (Reliability =
0.99), and 3) the attitude scale toward Ensglish (Reliability = 0.83). Data were analyzed
by percentage, mean, standard deviation and hypotheses testing by used t-test

(Dependent Samples).



The research results were as follows;

1. Developing of Learning English Reading Activity for Comprehensive
Based on Contructivism Theory of Middle School Level 3 is linked with contructivism
theory. The contents consisted of 6 elements; concepts and basic theories, objective,
procedure inlearning activities organization, social system, and principles of response

and support system, had appropriately effective, had an efficiency of 79.26/78.88.

2. The results of wusing Learning English Reading Activity for
Comprehensive Based on Contructivism Theory of Middle School Level 3 found that
the students had a higher score on English reading ability; was significantly higher
than before studying at .05 level of significance and has attitude toward English in

high level.

In conclusion, Developing of Learning English Reading Activity for
Comprehensive Based on Contructivism Theory of Middle School Level 3 had
appropriately effective; help students have English reading ability; so it could be

implemented on organization of English learning-teaching activities for other classes.

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1. Loy Krathong Festival of Thailand

One of the most popular festivals in early November is the Loy Krathong
Festival. It takes place at a time when the weather is fine as the rainy season is over
and there is a high water level all over the country.“Loy” means “to float” and a
“Krathong” is a lotus-shaped vessel made of banana leaves. The Krathong usually contains
a candle, three joss-sticks, some flowers and coins.

In fact, the festival is of Brahmin origin in which people offer thanks to the
Goddess of the water. Thus, by.-moonlight, people light the candles and joss-sticks, make
a wish and launch their Krathongs on canals, rivers or even small ponds. It is believed
that the Krathongs carry away sins and bad luck, and the wishes that have been made
for the new year due to start. Indeed, it is the time to be joyful and happy as the
sufferings are floated away. The festival starts in the evening when there is a full moon
in the sky. People of all walks of life carry their Krathongs to the nearby rivers. After
lishting candles and joss-sticks and making a wish, they gently place the Krathongs on the
water .and let them drift away till they go out of sight.

A Beauty Queen Contest is an important part of the festival and for this
occasion it is called “The Noppamas Queen Contest”. Noppamas is a legendary figure from
the Sukhothai period. Old documents refer to her as the chief royal ‘consort of a
Sukhothai - King ‘named- “Lithai”. Noppamas was said-to have made the first decorated
Krathong to float in the river on ‘the occasion.

In Bangkok, major establishments such as leading hotels and amusement parks organise

their Loy Krathong Festival and the Krathong contest as major annual function.
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2. LIM FESTIVAL OF VIETNAM

The Lim Festival, organized in Lim village located 18 km from Hanoi, where
Quan Ho, the special folk songs performed. It takes place every year on 13th day of
the 1st lunar month. Tens of thousands of visitors come here to enjoy the dialogues
performances between 'lien anh" (male singers) and "lien chi' (female singers), the
country's most skilled Quan Ho singers. These are male and female farmers who sing
different types of songs in the pagodas, on the hills, and in the boats. Besides this,
visitors can come to the Lim Festival to enjoy the weaving competition of the Noi Due
girls. They weave and sing Quan Ho songs at the same time. Like other religious
festivals, the Lim Festival goes through all the ritual stages, from the procession to the
worshipping ceremony, and includes other activities.

The Lim Festival is a special cultural activity in the North. The festival
celebrates the "Quan Ho" folk song which has become a part of the national culture
and a typical folk song that is well loved in the Red River Delta region.

The Lim Festival is also celebrated with' traditional temple games. In one
game, teenage girls must mind a stranger's baby, chew' pieces of sugar cane in order to
create fuel with which to start and. maintain a fire, cook rice, and prevent a frog from
jumping out ‘of a circle marked on the ground. If the baby cries, the fire goes out or
the frog escapes, the girl is disqualified.

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7. Htamane Festival

Myanmar has celebrated the traditional Htamane Festival by holding
a cooking competition at Shwedagon Pagoda in Yangon.

The competition had a 3,000 US dollar reward and attracted 36
teams from government organizations and private enterprises. Htamane is a
mixture of glutinous rice, coconut slices, sesame seeds, peanuts and a
generous amounts of cooking oil.

The Htamane Festival is held throughout Myanmar every year in
November in Myanmar’s lunar calender to celebrate and honor the
achievement of the monsoon rice harvest. The Htamane Festival also helps
promote unity and mutual support, as the churning of the glutinous food

requires team work.
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8. Sinulog Festival

The Sinulog Festival is hailed as one of the oldest, grandest and
one of the most colorful celebrations in the country.

The Sinulog is a dance ritual done in honor of the miraculous
image of the Santo Nifio that links the country's Pagan past and Christian
present.
lts dance moves are accompanied by drums which resemble the water
current of what was originally known as Cebu's Pahina River.

The devotion of Cebuanos to the Holy Child originated when
Portuguese explorer Ferdinand Magellan introduced Christianity in the country
and brought the 15-inch tall wooden statue of Santo Nino on April 7, 1521
as a baptismal ¢ift to Rajah Humabon's wife, Queen. Juana.

Magellan was eventually killed by Mactan leader Lapu-Lapu on April 27 of
the same year and the image was eventually worshipped by the Cebuanos
as a‘rain_god.

Fourty-four years after the image was brought in, a new wave of
Spaniards led by Spanish conqueror Miguel Lopez De Legazpi arrived in the
country to continue converting Filipinos to Christianism.

Their ships ravaged a village and a Spanish soldier named Juan

Camus saved Sto. Nifio's image inside a native's burning house.
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9. National Day of Brunei Darussalam

Brunei is an independent sultanate on the island of Borneo in the
Malay Archipelago.

It is not easy to ply an
art on the streets in a 2lstcentury where modern technology has saturated us
with easy access to feats ‘and spectacles the world over, much less here. Busking,
with the magic and madness it can conjure, is almost an anti-thesis to a
collective consciousness that is often times placid, forgetting its own too much,
or unforgiving to the marginal.

Busking dates back to ancient times, practised by gypsies, medicine men
and-other peoples. working the streets by jugsling, playing-music, doing magic
tricks, reciting poetry, telling fortunes—anything that was an innovative marvel
could-earn the next meal. It has ‘always been, in essence, a rough trade. An
artist can perform on the street and learn creativity, but a true busker will know
the life of the street so that he knows which are good days, how long to play
each set for, how to pass the hat around. The art is the trade; the trade is the
art. In this universe, creativity is their skill, madness their wild card, and the
mountain of jingling coins their deserving prize at the end of a hard day. Buskers
may look forward to the difficulties of living on their trade; it is almost pride at

being so despairingly human.
